METRO 1 FACTS: 
• Mount Pleasant—Zachary Road (Hwy. 61-Hwy. 964) is proposed to be a four-lane divided road-

way with a new bridge at Baton Rouge Bayou which will provide an improved east-west roadway 
in one of the fastest growing areas of the parish. 

• Chaneyville Fire Protection District was granted $43,980 from the 2009 property taxes to 
provide sufficient funds to meet payroll needs and to support an increase of manpower hours 
for the district. 

• Greenwood Park in Baker is in the first phase of construction for site improvements.  Im-
provements included are:  dog park, community playground, splash pad, amphitheatre and 
stage, and improvements to the entrance.  Go to www.brec.org and click on projects to see up-
dates. 

• There will soon be 2 new sheriff substations in the Metro 1 area located at Flonacher Road 
and at the Pride Library.

• The Pride Fire Department is planning to build a new fire station to provide coverage for 
North East Elementary and High as well as Fire Protection District #8.  Plans are for a 2800 
sq. ft. building complete with kitchen and living areas.

Metro 1 Listening Tour with Mayor Holden 

Mayor Melvin “Kip” Holden had a captive audience at the Zachary Library for one of his stops  on 
the scheduled Listening Tour around the city.  Present with Mayor Holden was Pete Newkirk and 
Mike Futrell along with Mayor Henry Martinez from Zachary and Mayor Harold Rideau from Baker, 
as well as Congressman Bill Cassidy. 

Mayor Holden addressed the audience stating that he would like to allow one half hour for con-
cerns/problems and the other half hour dedicated to citizens priorities.  Citizens concerns were 
public transit, sewer, street lighting, drainage, garbage costs, trash pick ups, road repairs, and 
abandoned buildings.   

Citizens priorities were job creation, drainage, public education and sewer user fees. 

At the close of the meeting a few of the citizens expressed their thanks to the Mayor and all public 
servants present for taking the time to listen and feedback on issues. 

Mayor Holden stated “As we begin a new term of office for my administration, we want to spend two weeks 
meeting in neighborhoods throughout the parish to make it more convenient for people to share with us their 
vision for our city-parish.”  

The Mayor plans to hold twelve meetings in churches, community centers and libraries throughout the parish.
